Layers of hierarchy in this poster

·  The biggest thing in this poster is the mannequin in the back. Which could represent Billy Taylor but I am unsure. It being the biggest could mean it’s the most important or is just there for background sake. 

· While the mannequin is what people will look too first in some case, the font is the post second important thing in this poster. Due to its size and font. 

· I assume the lady within the crown is the second to third most important thing in this image. The crown, I believe, symbolizes her importance. 

· The font of the article or quote by Billy Taylor is smaller, showing that it isn’t as important as the mannequin or the woman in the crown frame.  

· Finally, the smallest thing in this entire image is the price and when it was made. Being made in August 1957, and costing 50 cents. 




Visual hierarchy:
· The biggest thing in this poster is the dressed-up mannequin, which seems to be one of the focuses of the poster. Although he is place behind all of the font and other images. He seems to only have one eye, which could symbolize his head being turned to look at someone, or something else. 

· Next up is the huge lettering of the magazine or company logo. It shows that its important with how its colored gold with a slight gradient to make it shine. The use of the type of font also shows that its unique and might be more modern than other publications at the time. Since others just used normal print or cursive. 

· The third visual piece is the woman inside the crown. I believe that the crown can symbolize that she is seen as royalty within the jazz community, or it was what the publication would always use to frame their special quests within it. The framing uses the gold coloring from the title, showing the importance of it. She is down towards the bottom of the page, which is a smart choice of placement. It makes it seems if you turn the page, she’ll be there. 

· Lastly is the smallest part of the poster. The semi-bold printed font under the title. It is either a quote from Billy Taylor or the title of a article.

Layer of hierarchy in this poster 

· The biggest and most prominent thing in this magazine cover is the collage of musicians In the middle, showing their obvious importance. 

· The second biggest is the magazine title, “The New York Times Magazine” in a bold old English font. It brings attention to itself after the viewer would have already looked at the cluster of musicians. 

· The third thing of importance on the cover is the smaller bold font sentence of “ The 25 Songs That Matter Right Now “ in the bottom left. Although this is what the magazine is about, or main article is about, it is still towards the bottom. So it comes off that It isn’t as important as the main title of the magazine. 

· Finally, the smallest and least important thing in this magazine cover is the date when it was made, being March 10th 2019, and also the title of the issue. 




Visual hierarchy

· While the biggest thing is the musician collage in the image, Its more then just big. It is in greyscale color, vs the extremely bright neon colors behind it to create contrast. 

· The neon yellow is a huge contrasting color to the color pink, making the pink dots and the greyscale musician blob stand out even more. 

· The bold and old English font of the magazine publisher is recognizable and draws the eye due to its size, and the contrast of black on top of the neon yellow. 

· The color chooses are a extremely smart choice due to the black color of the rest of the text. It really makes it pop. The cover is eye candy all over and draws the eye mainly due to the color. · In the end, color is the huge part of this cover, whether it be the neon colors, greyscale, and the black text. 
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
